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From the Desk of the General Secretary

Dear Members and Well-wishers,

Kindly accept our Autumn greetings. This period is naturally identified with 
festivities which involve people across all linguistic, geographical, cultural and religious 
divides. As far as the Asiatic Society is concerned, one more very important dimension 
has been added into this list of events. On 5th October, 2019 (the day of Saptami in 
the week long Durga Puja festival), a delegation from the Asiatic Society, consisting 
of the President, Professor Isha Mahammad, the Vice-President, Professor Pradip 
Bhattacharya, MP (Rajya Sabha) and the General Secretary, Dr. Satyabrata Chakrabarti, 
reached New Delhi to hand over the Tagore Peace Award for 2018 to Sheikh Hasina, 
the Hon'ble Prime Minister of Bangladesh, who was on an official tour to India. Our 
request for handing over this very prestigious award was facilitated through the 
courtesy of the Ministry of Culture and Ministry of External Affairs, Government of 
India. The Bangladesh High Commission, New Delhi, very kindly arranged a brief and 
solemn function at a packed roof top hall of Hotel Tajmahal, 1, Man Singh Road, South 
Block, New Delhi 110 001 in the afternoon of 5.10.2019.

Among other high officials of Bangladesh, the Hon'ble Prime Minister, Sheikh 
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Professor Isha  Mahammad, President of the Society and Professor Pradip 
Bhattacharya, Vice-President of the Society, M.P.,  handing over the Tagore Peace

Hon'ble Prime Minister of the Peoples' Democratic Government of Bangladesh 
and her accompanying Ministers as well as Advisors, all the dignitaries present 
in the function, briefly stated about the history of the Society and its activities 
including the context of the award and its past recipients. He concluded with 
two germane line from Rabindranath Tagore, the Bengali rendering of which is

After the welcome address by the General Secretary, following the 
announcement of the compere the President of the Asiatic Society handed 
over the Tagore Peace Award (which is a massive statue of Tagore in brass). The 
General Secretary read out the citation and handed it over to the Hon'ble Prime 
Minister of Bangladesh. Then Professor Isha Mahammad, the President of the 
Society, presented to the Hon'ble Prime Minister of Bangladesh, Sheikh Hasina, 
a portrait of Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahaman, done by himself.  Next, the 
President Professor Ishal Mahammad and Vice-President of the Society Professor 
Pradip Bhattacharya, MP handed over a few publications of the Society and a 
stole, a baluchari sari, two sets of coastar and gift cards of the Museum Section 
of the Society to the Hon'ble Prime Minister of Bangladesh.

In response to this award giving ceremony, the Hon'ble Prime Minister of 
Bangladesh delivered a very intimate and heart-touching speech in Bengali 
which is being published in the Special Bulletin. She began by saying in Tagore's

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for her to receive this award and to be present here in this august function. She mentioned 
quite emphatically that it was Tagore who was not only instrumental for our awakening 
of intellectual depth and understanding about the values of global humanity but it 
was he whose very distinguished two composed songs became the National Anthem 
for both of these 
two neighbouring 
countries, India 
and Bangladesh. In 
this connection she 
also remembered 
with humility the 
contribution of 
the Government 
of India as well 
as the People of 
India who solidly 
ex tended their 
unst inted help 
and cooperation 
t o w a r d s  t h e 
development of 
Bangladesh. She 
mentioned about 
t h e  n e g a t i v e 
factors such as 
c o m m u n a l i s m , 
terrorism, violence, 
drug abuse and 
the like which generally thwart the healthy atmosphere of a nation striving hard to 
ensure the security and safety and minimum need-based facilities for its people. She 
remembered how the Bangabandhu Mujibur Rahaman sacrificed his entire life for the 
cause of the people of Bangladesh. She also recounted the gloomy days when her 
parents, siblings and other close relations of the family were brutally murdered. She 
mentioned with confidence that it was possible for her to work for the nation with the 
lessons she received from her parents. In this context she again talked of Rabindranath's 
contributions in promoting high values of life. She recounted how Rabindranath Tagore 
initiated development work for the rural areas, now in Bangladesh, with the money he got 
from Nobel Prize. She concluded that it would be possible for the scholars and researchers 
of her country to derive the increasing benefit from the academic contributions by the 
Asiatic Society, Kolkata and the scholars of both Bangladesh and India would be able 
to mutually exchange their ideas in future also.

After the end of her speech the Hon'ble Prime Minister of Bangladesh handed 
over six valuable publications on the life, prison diaries and intelligences reports

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etc. about Bangabandhu-Mujibur Rahaman to the delegates of the Asiatic 
Society. She had written important introduction to these volumes, apart from 
being an active participant in the Board of Editors. She expressed that these 
documents would perhaps run into fourteen volumes. Finally she recalled 
some lines from Tagore

Finally, it must be said that the volume is 
a worth reading and it offers food for thought to the 
historians, political scientists, economists and no mention 
to the students, social activists and people from all walks 
of life who dream for a golden Bangladesh.
