Having lived only for about
fifty years with a gap of 350 years, both of
them had made remarkable impacts on
the people globally so far the development
of universal love and understanding of
humanity is concerned.

The first publication of Harijan weekly
by Mahatma Gandhi on 11th February
1938 from Pune may be remembered in
the same breath with the departure of
the last contingent of the British soldiers
on 28th February, 1948 from India. The
nation observes 28th February as the
National Science Day. The Asiatic Society
has been a centre of assembly of many
globally acclaimed scientists including
the Nobel Laureate, Sir C.V. Raman. Let
me conclude by sharing with you a very
important piece of information. Mr. N.G.A.
Edgley, the President of The Asiatic Society
in his Presidential Address delivered on 3rd
February, 1947 mentioned the following:

“A recent development in the advisory
functions of the Society may considerably
increaseits influence in connection with the
future cultural progress of India. Commit-
tees have been appointed by the Govern-
ment of India for the purpose of examining
the most important of the proposals for-
mulated by this Society in matters relating
to Cultural Reconstruction in India, such as
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our schemes for the development of the
tourist traffic as a national and cultural as-
set, the establishment of a National Indian
Museum and the constitution of a National
CulturalTrustincluding an Academy of Arts
and Letters... Perhaps most important of
these Committees was one which sat at
Delhilast October to consider this Society’s
proposal for the formation of a National
Cultural Trust for India. The report of this
Committee has now been endorsed by
the Central Advisory Board of Education.
The Committee felt very strongly that it
was essential that an autonomous, non-
official body of the kind recommended by
the Royal Asiatic Society of Bengal should
be constituted as soon as possible in order
notonly to preserve all that is best for India’s
cultural heritage but also to co-ordinate the
cultural activities of the country asa whole,
to present India’s point of view in cultural
matters to the rest of the world and gener-
ally to develop cultural contacts between
India and other countries”

It is easily understood how The Asiatic
Society played its role in the capacity
of advising the Government in certain
matters of national importance. We may
certainly feel encouraged to get back
to that academic position once again in
the future to come with our cultivated
knowledge.

On 15th August,in 1947, in the context
of the Partition of Bengal, the roles of
the Muslim League as well as the national
leaders of the Congress have been analysed
before. An idea seems to persist, that the
role of the Hindu Mahasabha, led by Dr.
Syamaprasad Mookerjee and the national
leaders of the Congress were also significant. We
would also go into the depth of the perception
of the leftist parties, led by the Forward Bloc,'
and the Communist Party of India.?
In the decades, after the First World War,
in the perception of the Hindu middle class,
more than one stream could be detected
beyond the 'Anusilan' and the 'Jugantar'
groups. A new group of militants began to
be influenced by the Bolshevik Revolution in
Russia. In the first decade of the 20th century,
the militant Bengali middle class began to
squarely oppose Lord Curzon's conspiracy
todivide Bengal, in the first decade of 1930,
a massive change, in their perception,
could be delineated.?

One deep-seated reaction could
be located in economic depression
of the 1930. The new Muslim
middle class began to join the
Prajakrishak Party, led by Fazlul
Haque. From the vortex of
communal tension, the
agitation came out
of the Congress

organisational fold, and the agitators
succeeded to come out of the Congress
fold, and began to agitate, against the British
imperialist power, cutting across communal
divide. In 1942, the two parties who were
inclined to support the English rules, were
Hindu Mahasabha and the Muslim League.The
active members of the Communist Party and
other Leftist forces, participated in Quit India
Movement, in different districts of Bengal.
These data have recently been collected.*

In the country-side, Hindu-Muslim unity
began to spread when the students of the
Forward Bloc and the other Leftist parties
came out to support, the trial against the Azad
Hind Faujin November 1945 and in 1946 could
organise movement, with three slogans "free
the Azad Hind Fauj', "the British rulers should
leave India" and "the Hindus and Muslims
should unite". These mass upsurges inspired
the Naval Mutiny in the last week of 1946.
Gandhiji, Patel, Jinnah and Nehru came out
to criticize these mass upsurges.® The English
rulers openly supported the roles of the
National Congress and the Muslim League."”

Yet the Communist Party, came out to
support the legitimate demands of the
employees of Port and demands of Telegraph
on 29th July 1946, and their movement
succeeded.® The English rulers, began
their notorious programme to support
communal tension and the Partition of India.
Thereafter, the Muslim League ministry, led
by Suhrawardy, came out with his notorious
'‘Direct Action' programme on 16th August
1946, which triggered off communal riots in

Kolkata. Because of motivated callousness of
the English rulers and the leaders of Muslim
League, more than 4000 innocent lives were
sacrificed.’ Thereafter, the communal riots
began to spread in Noakhali district. Thereafter,
because of the initiative of the Communist
led Krishak Sabha, only 300 lives were lost."
After this event, Gandhiji, Abdul Ghaffar
Khan, and Nirmal Kumar Bose, the eminent
Anthropologist, visited Noakhali."

In the context of grave communal tension,
the provincial leaders of Hindu Mahasabha,
led by Dr. Syamaprasad Mookerjee, began to
collect mass signatures from the districts of
Bengal which were sent to J. B. Kripalani, who
was then the President of National Congress.
Dr. Syamaprasad Mookerjee and the other
leaders of Hindu Mahasabha could collect
mass signatures from almost all the districts
of Bengal, except Bagura.

The plan for the division of the country, was
totally supported by the big industrialists of
Kolkata.They sent their proposal directly to the
national leaders of the National Congress. Their
programme was supported by the business
communities, such as Birla, Goenka and
Ishwar Das Jalan.The reliance of Suhrawardy's
ministry on Hussan Ispahani, began to bring
anxiety among non-Bengals Hindu business
community. In July 1942 Ghanashyam Das
Birla said "I shall support the partition of the

country, because this division will not go
against the interests of the Hindus" The way
the Hindu capitalists were surrendering the
secular tradition in 1946-47, some traditional
Congress leaders could not agree.

Sarat Chandra Bose, came out to oppose
the Partition of Bengal. He came out to place
his programme for "Independent and United
Bengal", in May 1947, in the last hours of
undivided Bengal. From inside the Congress
fold of national leadership only veteran
congress leader, Kiran Sankar Ray, came to
support the vision of Sarat Chandra Bose.
However, the support came from the Muslim
League leader, Abdul Hashim.

Sarat Chandra Bose's programmes for
"United and Independent Bengal', was totally
supported by the Communist Party and the
other leftist parties. Immediately support
came from eminent Muslim intellectuals such
as, Abu Syed Ayub, Shaukat Osman, Golam
Kuddus, and Sayyid Owali Ullah. They wrote

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75 years of the Martyrdom - Revisiting and
Reproducing the Memoirs about the Father of

the Nation

Close on the heels of the observance
of 75 years of India’s Freedom, we are
now commemorating 75 years of the
Martyrdom of Mahatma Gandhi - who
was brutally assassinated on 30th January
1948. Independent India was not even one
year old when this greatest leader of the
Freedom struggle had to face the wrath
of a communal fanatic, more so when he
was in the midst of a religious prayer group
which was joined by hundreds of people.
Remembering that fateful occasion, Saroj
Mukherjee, the daughter of K.N. Katju, the
then Governor of West Bengal (1948-1951),
writes”It was the best of times and the worst
of times’ for, while India would become free
after years of bondage, she would weep
and her heart would bleed for her children.
Their despairing cries would crush her newly
independent heart, their anguish from soul-
destroying loss would tear her apart. This
was not what she had waited for so long".
Recounting the memory of her day when her
father K.N. Katju, visited the Mahatma, on the
first day of her oath-taking as the Governor
of Orissa (13.08.1947), she wrote “at last we
reached the room were Bapu was sitting with
few others. He sat bare bodied, with just a
short dhoti covering him waist downwards.
Father went ahead and touched his feet while
we stood at a distance. He looked at father
and said something softly at him and just

then pandemonium broke loose. The crowd
which was outside had broken the security
cordon and they came rushing towards the
house. Suddenly they were outside the long
window of the room, shouting and waving
their black flags threateningly, ‘Gandhi go
back ... go back’ Everyone inside the room
stood motionless as if turned to stone.....
| remember looking spell bound at Bapu
then, and | have looked back at that moment
many, many times since. What | saw that day,
| have never forgotten. There was pain and
anguish on his face both caused by and for
the people who were shouting and waving
black flags at him. Only if he could take away
their sufferings and like Lord Siva swallow
the poison himself. May be did just that six
months later”.

In this month of the President’s column,
we pay our homage to the memory of this
great leader of the nation by reproducing
from the memoirs about this great leader
written by Lady Maie Casey, the wife of Lord
Casey, the Governor of Bengal (1944-1946).
This memoir shows how profound was
Gandhiji's influence not only on the masses
of people and the leaders of the nation but
also among the colonial rulers ruling from
the Raj Bhavan. In a write-up on Mahatma
Gandhi and the Governors of Bengal : A
list of their meetings, it has been shown (in
the said Occasional Paper- 5) that Barrister
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M.K. Gandhi sought in vain an appointment
with Lord Curzon in 1901. Forty-six years later,
the first Governor of West Bengal called on
the Mahatma in Beliaghata. And, between
1937 and 1947, Governors met Gandhi
either at Government House, Calcutta or in
Beliaghata 16 times. Among them, Lord Casey
met Gandhiji 7 times between 01.12.1945
and 18.01.1946, within a span of 1 and a half
months. That shows how deeply Gandhiji was
involved in the negotiations with the colonial
rulers in those tumultuous days before

Incidentally, it may be mentioned here
that these data as well as the memoirs have
been taken from the Occasional Paper 2
(OP2) published from the Library, Raj Bhavan,
Kolkata dt. 19th September, 2006, which gives
us an idea and which elaborates in details, the
documents which are there in the Raj Bhavan
Library on this issue. Based on classifications
in separate themes, these Occasional Papers
elaborate the materials which are availablein
the Raj Bhavan Library, including a detailed
catalogue on library’s holdings on Mahatma

Out of Dick’s office, which he described as being about the size of a tennis-court,
a concealed spiral staircase of iron lace led upstairs to my sitting-room. I came down
it to meet Mr. Gandhi after his first visit, when his business with Dick was over.

It was winter then so he was wrapped up m a fine white Kashmir Shawl. His lean
golden-brown legs showed beneath it and on his feet he wore a pair of sandals of
unusual pattern. He afterwards had a similar pair made for me; they were of cowhide,
but from a cow that had died a natural death, for cows are semi-sacred in India and
are protected.

I would not keep away once I had met Gandhi and hurried down the little staircase
to greet him before he left, on every occasion except on his day of silence when any
exchange of thought was conducted by him on slips of paper.

I found his strong gentle personality irresistible. His gestures and speech were
clear and dramatic though he was able if he wished to wrap himself in a cocoon of
words 1mpossible to penetrate. He spoke of interesting matters and asked interesting
questions. He had no particular sympathy with the scientific age, still less with the
mdustrial age. Life was better and happier, he believed, if it was simple; he could not
see why the western pattern of living should be imposed upon the east. I was reminded
that, of the nearly three thousand million human beings in the world, not more than a
third of them were aware of the industrial age and of western civilization. This age and
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civilization touched only a crust of persons and gave them toys rather than happiness.

I was not the Governor. I was only his wife, therefore my conversations with
Gandhi flowed in unrestricted freedom. His eyes behind thick lenses were shrewd
and kind and comforting. I had the feeling that if I were in trouble I would like to go
to him for advice, which though it might not be for me entirely functional would be
wise and human.

Mahatma Gandhi had an extraordinary power over Indian people. Persons of his
own Hindu religion revered and obeyed him even if it meant exposing themselves
to death, but respect for him was universal. When he came and went through the
portals of Government House all our staff, clerks, domestics, gardeners, of whatever
religion or caste - all living creatures - crowded the entrance hall on his arrival and
departure, greeting him reverently after their own fashion. This happened to no one
else who wvisited us. I went with Dick to see him out on his last visit and noticed that
even the independent Misr, who differentiated between persons, had appeared from
somewhere to watch him go.

A great man came and went and the aura of peace and patience that surrounded
him remained with us for a while after he had gone.

Mr. Gandhi’s friend who became his adversary was Mohammed Al Jinnah.
Although his immediate ancestors were Muslims—they came, like many Muslim
families 1n India, of old Hindu stock. Mr. Jinnah was himself a close friend of Mrs.
Sarojini Naidu, a Hindu, and he married as his second wife the beautiful Parsee girl,
Ruttenbai Petit from Bombay.

‘When he visited us in Calcutta he was the idol of the vast majority of Indian
Muslims, the torch, the flame of cold light, that was to lead them to the partition of India.

As President of the Indian Muslim League Mr. Jinnah had at one time believed
that there might be some peaceful form of co-existence between the Muslim League
and the Congress party. Both he and Mr. Gandhi had been united i their efforts
to save Indian unity, but this was not to be. An insoluble position had been reached
through early policies, missed opportunities and mistakes on all sides. Mr. Jinnah was
tall, pale, thin almost to emaciation although his frail body suggested the strength of a
coiled spring. He had piercing dark eyes and spoke with the cool precision of a lawyer.
I thought him a little frightening until he gave one of his rare smiles.

I asked him how he saw the future. He said he was now a fanatic. He was implacably
determined that after independence Pakistan should become a sovereign state.

In 1947 India and Pakistan became separate countries. Pakistan was severed in two
by the breadth of the continent. Dacca, the capital of East Pakistan, which lay above
the mouths of the Ganges, was divided from Karachi in West Pakistan by a distance
of nearly fifteen hundred miles. Between lay India. The Bengal we had known was
split in two.

Just before his death when Mr. Jinnah had become the Qaid-i-Azam (Mighty
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Leader) and was living in Karachi as Pakistan’s first Governor-General. Dick and I,
on our way back from London to Australia, were invited to dine alone with him and
Miss Jinnah, his sister, who was as like to him in appearance and demeanour as a
woman can be to a man.

M. Jinnah reminded me of our conversation in Calcutta and said, “You see, Mrs.
Casey, 1f I had not been a fanatic, there would have been no Pakistan’.

Gandhi and Jinnah - whose lives ran parallel, whose desires had met and separated,
whose personalities and determination hastened one of the great events of history, the
beginning of the ceding of colonial power, the great break through into the present
ear - were two very different persons.

Gandhi was visionary, patient, subtle, elusive, exceedingly charming: Jinnah, exact,
austere, single-minded, forceful.

Both these great men died in the same year, 1948. Gandhi, the advocate of non-
violence, was assassinated in January by a maniac. Jinnah, a few years younger, faded
away from illness in September nearly a year after his creation, Pakistan, had been
launched into uneasy nationhood.

Sir Asutosh Mookerjee was a pioneering
figureinthe sphere of the spread of education
in India. As aVice-Chancellor of the University
of Calcutta he did a lot for the development
of higher education. Truly speaking during his
tenure of work, the University of Calcutta did
excel in post-graduate teaching and research.
His mission was to establish the University
as a place of higher learning; not confined
it into a mere authority of
conducting examinations.
His mission came true when
he served the University as
the Vice-Chancellor (1906-
1914, 1921-1923). He was
a visionary and when he
was the Vice-Chancellor
he expressed his vision not
only in the meetings of the = |
Senate and the Syndicate. ?(
We may find visionary |
Asutosh Mookerjee in his
writings and speeches, many
of which were revealed in the arena of The
Asiatic Society. In this write-up our aim is
to explore his vision and mission that was
ventilated through The Asiatic Society.

We have said that Sir Asutosh's major
emphasis was on conducting research. In one
of his convocation addresses he commented,
"No University is now-a-days complete
unless it is equipped with teaching faculties
in all the more important branches of the
Sciences and Arts and unless it provides
ample opportunities for research." He later
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also categorically mentioned "The claims
which we venture to put forward for our
university is that it is not merely a teaching
university, but also a research university.... We
adopt as our motto; 'Search for the truth is the
noblest occupation of man; its publication a
paramount duty'' He tried to point out the
major area of research in his writings and
speeches delivered in The Asiatic Society.
Let's introduce the major
area of researches on which
Sir Asutosh tried to focus on.

Tibetan Studies

Sir Asutosh Mukherjee
. was in favour of carrying
out Tibetan Studies. He
| favoured Tibetan Studies
because "they are likely
to open up sources from
. which considerable light

" . may be expected upon the
history of Sanskrit as also
of Pali literature." He expressed his opinion
regarding indicating the direction of carrying
research on Tibetan Studies in a speech
delivered in the Society in 1906. It was his
first address in The Asiatic Society. Two years
later, in 1908, he once again pointed out the
importance of the exploration of Tibet. He
said, "The secluded monks of Tibet will be
able to reflect back to India the light which
they borrowed centuries ago and which
has not disappeared amongst ourselves."
He urged young members of The Asiatic
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Society with an aptitude for the acquisition
of languages to turn their attention to
Tibetan Studies with a view to illuminating
the sacred writings of the Tibetan Lamas. In
1911, while addressing the Society because
of the absence of the President he once
again spoke in favour of the development
of Tibetan Studies. He emphasized studying
Tibetan encyclopaedia. He drew attention to
two Tibetan encyclopaedia. The first was the
Tangyur, a 225 volume Tibetan encyclopaedia
of literary works, sacred and secular. It
consisted of more than thousand treatises on
theology, philosophy, logic, ethics, grammar,
rhetoric, poesy, prosody, lexicon, astronomy,
medicine, alchemy and mechanical arts.
The second encyclopaedia was the Kangyur
which had 108 volumes. He paid attention
to the fact that these Tibetan works were the
sum total of the contributions made by both
the Indian Pundits and Tibetan Lamas. It was
very significant. Sir Asutosh wanted that the
scholars of The Asiatic Society should explore
that field. His call for doing Tibetan Studies
was not in vein. Four years later, in 1915, he
expressed his satisfaction over the substantial
progress made in Tibetan Studies during the
last few years. While delivering an inspiring
address in The Asiatic Society he referred
to the works made by the scholars like
Saratchandra Das, Satischandra Vidyabhusan
and H.V. Hannay.

Bardic and Historical Survey of Rajputana

In 1910, Sir Asutosh spoke about the
search for bardic chronicles. He mentioned
that Haraprasad Sastri undertook a tour of
two months in Gujarat and Rajputanain quest
of these chronicles. That tour was conducted
on behalf of The Asiatic Society. Sir Asutosh
wanted to conduct more insightful research
as the preliminary survey was mechanical.
He, in his speech delivered in The Asiatic
Society stated "Investigation into many a
recondite problem of Indian history and of
the development of different branches of
the Indian race have yet to be undertaken

and vigorously pushed forward and scholarly
men of younger generation may rest assured
that their labours in their fields will be amply
repaid.”

In another address given in The Asiatic
Society in 1915 he referred to the bardic and
historical survey of Rajputana. The work was
started by Haraprasad Sastri and that was
followed by Dr.Tessitori, and enthusiastic
Indian scholar. He submitted a comprehensive
scheme which was accepted by the Council
of The Asiatic Society. The period which was
proposed to be covered was a long one.
The documents were in Dingla (western
Rajasthani) and Pingala (the Brajebhasa).
Sir Asutosh categorically stated, "The Bardic
and historical survey of Rajputana is a work
that is not only important but is also urgent
and necessary." However it was a matter of
grief that the premature death of Dr. Tessitori
stopped the work on these lines in The Asiatic
Society. But Sir Asutosh's interest in this field
was continued. He introduced Rajput history
as aspecial paper in the post graduate course
in history in the University of Calcutta and
requested the teachers of the department to
specialise themselves in this field.

Islamic Studies

Sir Asutosh was very much interested in
introducing Islamic Studies. In The Asiatic
Society he referred to the neglect of Islamic
studies in general and Muslim jurisprudence
in particular. Let's quote his own words.
He said, "Our contribution is exceedingly
meagre and fragmentary in the domain
of Muhamedan law, the system of Muslim
jurisprudence." While comparing with the
works done by the European scholars he
regretted that the Indian scholars had done
very little. However there was an exception.
In 1908 the degree of Doctor of Philosophy
was conferred on Abdullah-al-Mamun
Suhrawardy for his work on Muhamedan
jurisprudence. Sir Asutosh felt he could plead
for the research on the Islamic Studies.

When there was any incident that was
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praiseworthy he never missed to express
his pleasure to the members of The Asiatic
Society. He gladly informed the members
that on the Arabic and Persian side enquiries
were made and a considerable number of
manuscripts were collected from Ahmedabad,
Bombay, Hyderabad and Madras including
one on jurisprudence.

He was very much concerned about the
neglect in literatures, other than Sanskrit. He
opined, "The past history of the society makes
it painfully clear that, while the interests of
Sanskrit learning have been carefully watched
and nurtured, the interests of Asiatic and
Persian literatures have, of late years, been
sadly neglected. In this department, at any
rate, we have distinctly lost ground. We must
retrieve our reputation.

Studies on Mathematics and Astronomy

Sir Asutosh himself was Mathematician.
He had keen interest in Indian Mathematics.
Referring to a paper written by Dr. Thibaut,
Asutosh Mookerjee commented, "Our
knowledge of early Indian mathematics is
somewhat limited and fragmentary. There
is no exhaustive collection of Sanskrit
manuscripts on astronomy and arithmetic. It
is difficult to make a definite pronouncement
on the subject of the indebtedness of Indian
mathematics to foreign sources. Dr. Thibaut
has established in his classical paper on
the sulav sutras the antiquity of Indian
mathematics and even if it be assumed that
Aryabhatta was indebted to the Alexandrian
astronomers he gave back the light he
borrowed from Alexandria in a brighter and
more useful form."

Comment on a Resolution of the Medical
Section

In 1909 Sir Asutosh delivered the annual
address in The Asiatic Society because of the
absence of its president Thomas Holland.
In that address he made an important
comment on a resolution of the medical
section of The Asiatic Society. His comment
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may be quoted. He said, "The resolution
emphasizes the paramount necessity for
the establishment of a properly equipped
sanatorium for the treatment of phthisis.
One may, | hope, without offence further
venture to maintain, the opinion that if the
major portion, if not the whole of the funds
raised for the purpose of a marble memorial
to Her Late Majesty the Queen Empress were
devoted to the foundation of an institution
for the amelioration of suffering humanity,
it would be more consonant with the wishes
of the people.”

An Encouraging Person

Sir Asutosh Mookerjee always tried to
encourage the scholars related to The Asiatic
Society to prosper in their researches. He
emphasized the search for manuscripts as
one of the major activities of the Society.
While delivering address in the august
gathering of the members he praised the
varied activities of the Society particularly
the search for Sanskrit manuscripts under
the supervision of Haraprasad Sastri and the
search for Arabic and Persian manuscripts
under the supervision of Denison Ross. He
categorically mentioned that some of the
manuscripts secured were unique. He was
of the opinion that cataloguing of those
manuscripts and publication of the unique
manuscripts should enthral the consideration
of the members of the Society. He concluded
his speech by saying that "the problems
in oriental scholarship, both literary and
scientific, which still await solution are so
numerous and so fascinating that | cannot
conceive any adequate reason why our
society should ever stagnate.

He time and again played the role of
inspirer in pursuing researches. Particularly he
was fond of the works of young researchers. In
this respect we can give example of Harinath
De, who wrote an interesting history of Decca.
While commenting on that history Sir Asutosh
commented, "l venture to express the hope
that the unique linguistic attainments of the
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distinguished editor will be more frequently
placed at our disposal for the elucidation of
many an obscure point of Indian history which
still await solution." In 1913 he communicated
a paper written by Nalinikanta Bhattasali on
'A Forgotten Kingdom of East Bengal!

Sir Asutosh praised Rakhaldas Banerjee
for his untiring energy and devotion
towards research. He referred to Rakhaldas's
numismatic history of the Punjab during the
first four centuries of the Christian era. Sir
Asutosh mentioned the re-editing of the Pala
inscriptionsin the Indian Museum with critical
notes by Nilmoni Chakraborti and papers by
Syamadas Mukherjee and Mahendranath
De. He always encouraged the scholars who
tried to investigate the unexplored area of
researches. He himself contributed to the
journal of the Society.

Sir Asutosh wanted that the persons who
were notable in their field should get involved
to the works of The Asiatic Society. For that
reason he proposed the name of Ramesh
Chandra Majumdar for membership of The
Asiatic Society in 1913 and Satyendranath
Bose, Meghnad Saha and 1.J.S. Taraporewala
in1917.

Basically his works in the University of
Calcutta as its Vice-Chancellor and his efforts
in The Asiatic Society in various capacities
were complimentary to each other. He tried
to create a favourable atmosphere for doing
research in the university and at the same
time he tried to create an awareness of a great
heritage of our history and culture through
his speeches delivered in The Asiatic Society.

He tried to draw the attention of the scholars
so that they would be interested to pursue
researches on these unexplored fields.

After his death in 1924, the Council of The
Asiatic Society resolved, "The Council put on
record their sense of irreparable loss to the
society caused by the death of Sir Asutosh
Mookerjee, its Vice-President, repeatedly
its President and other office-bearer for a
quarter of a century in succession; as also their
grateful recognition of the prominent place
occupied by him in the Council and activities
of the Society, on his constant solicitude
for its welfare, its repute and its service to
scholarship and no less their affectionate
regard for his personality equally lovable,
able, zealous."
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Prasanta Chandra Mahalanobis, the
Father of Statistics in India, was one of
the most iconic stars of the late period
of the Bengal Renaissance. Mahalanobis
was a visionary, an outstanding leader
and organiser, a country builder, a social
scientist, and an excellent researcher.
Among his biggest contributions are
founding the Indian Statistical Institute as
a premier institution for
statistical research and
leading the Second Five-
year Planning.

Mahalanobis was born
on the 29th of June 1893, in
Calcutta in an affluent and
highly progressive Bengali
Brahmin family attached
to the Brahmo Movement.
Migrating to Calcutta from
their ancestral home in
Bikrampur, East Bengal,
Mahalanobis’s grandfather
Gurucharan built a
successful business. He
served as the treasurer
of the Brahmo Samaj. His
home on Cornwallis Street was the center
of Brahmo Samaj activities. He married a
widow and helped other childhood widows
get remarried. Many of Mahalanobis’s
family members, relatives, and people
around him were prominent figures in
society and their influences had profound
effects on Mahalanobis’s upbringing. His
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father Prabodh Chandra was a successful
businessman. His mother Nirodbasini Devi
was the sister of renowned physician Dr. Nil
Ratan Sarkar. Mahalanobis’s uncle Subodh
Chandra, after graduating from Edinburgh
University, worked as a professor and the
head of the department of Physiology
at Presidency. In the Presidency College,
Mahalanobis got Acharya Jagadish Chandra
Bose and Acharya Prafulla
Chandra Roy as teachers
and Meghnad Saha,
Satyendranath Bose, and
Netaji Subhash Chandra
Bose as contemporary
fellow students. He was
also deeply influenced by
the thinking of philosopher
AcharyaBrajendranath Seal,
who acted as his mentor
when he later joined the
Presidency College as a
professor. Mahalanobis was
also personally close to the
great poet Rabindranath
Thakur.

Mahalanobis’s interest
in Statistics began somewhat unexpectedly.
After graduating in Physics from the
Presidency College, he went to London
for higher studies. Once visiting a friend in
Cambridge, he missed the last train back
to London and had to stay overnight in
Cambridge. He then toured King's College
in Cambridge and was fascinated by it.
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An Indian friend advised him to study
there. Acknowledging that it was a good
idea, Mahalanobis enrolled there in the
Mathematics curriculum. During his stay
at Cambridge, Mahalanobis met Srinivasa
Ramanujan, the Indian Mathematical genius.
They used to go for long walks together and
discuss various issues, which left a lasting
impression on Mahalanobis’s thinking.
Intellectual exchanges with Cambridge
philosophers Lowes Dickinson and Bertrand
Russell, and Mathematician Godfrey Hardy
helped form liberal and universal views in
Mahalanobis. Abstract Mathematics did
not hugely appeal to Mahalanobis so he
returned to Physics and graduated in the
year 1915 with a first-class. He was offered
a researcher’s position at the Cavendish
Laboratory in Cambridge to work with C.
T. R. Wilson. Before starting to work there,
Mahalanobis wanted to visit home, but his
journey to India was delayed caused by the
First World War. Mahalanobis used that spare
time to read a lot of books in the library of
King's College. Biometrika, the world’s first
journal on the then emerging discipline of
Statistics, was going on its fifteenth year
of circulation. Mahalanobis read many
research papers published in Biometrika
and realised the enormous potential of
Statistics in scientific research. He bought
all issues of Biometrika published till then
and brought them to India with him. Back
in Calcutta, he started applying statistical
methods to problems in Meteorology and
Anthropology. Finding tremendous interest
in these applications, he gave up his plan
to join his position in Cambridge and
decided to stay in Calcutta. He joined the
Presidency College as a professor of Physics.
Acharya Brajendranath Seal, who was
then in charge of reforming the university
examinations, requested Mahalanobis to
analyse examination results. This is the first
application of Statistics in the education
system in India.

When Mahalanobis started applying

Statistics, hardly anybody in the world
knew about statistical methodology, let
alone in India. Only fifteen years ago,
Karl Pearson invented the frequency chi-
square Statistics to measure the extent of
discrepancy between results predicted by a
theory and the corresponding experimental
observation. Sir Ronald A. Fisher, who would
be later regarded as the father of modern
Statistics, had barely started research on
Statistics. India was then an impoverished
nation under British colonial rule, with barely
any infrastructure for data collection and
practice of analysing datasets in Government
programmes. It was a unique achievement
of Mahalanobis to have succeeded in
building an advanced infrastructure for
the practice of Statistics in such a state of
condition. A famous American Statistician
Harold Hotelling once commented that
there is no better way to collect samples in
the United States or anywhere else (than
in Mahalanobis’s India). In the twenties,
Mahalanobis set up a Statistical Laboratory
at the Presidency College, which gave birth
to the Indian Statistical Institute (ISI) in 1931.
The ISl evolved to become a prime centre of
Statistical research in India and around the
world. In 1933, Mahalanobis founded the
Indian Journal of Statistics, Sankhya, one of
the leading and oldest journals in Statistics.
He edited it till his death in 1972.
Mahalanobis made several important
contributions to statistical theory and
methodology. Perhaps the most well-known
among them is the Mahalanobis D-square.
Because of itsimmense importance in many
applied studies, the D-square alone would
have been sufficient reason to remember
Mahalanobis forever. The D-square is an
estimated measure of the difference between
two populations that Mahalanobis invented
to solve an anthropological problem. Nelson
Annandale, the Head of the Zoological Survey
of India requested Mahalanobis to analyse
their dataset on measurements of skulls
of the Anglo-Indians. The main question
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was whether there was a fundamental
difference between the multidimensional
average size of two different classes of
people. Because of random variations in
nature, the average size of the two classes
will always be somewhat different. The
question is how to calculate the distance
between such multidimensional numbers
and how far apart the two classes can be
said to be significantly different. Guided
by his knowledge of physics, Mahalanobis
understood that the measurement of
distance should not depend on the unit.
Mahalanobis initially formed D-square by
normalising the average distance of each
variable by its standard deviation and then
forming the sum of their squares. But he
soon realises that it is necessary to account
for the correlation. If x is the measure of the
first class, y is the measure of the second
class, and S is the covariance matrix, then
the D-square is (y) ‘H(x-y), where x is the
average of x, y is average of y, a’ stands
for the transpose of a vector a, and H is
the matrix inverse of S. By matching the
first two moments of the D-square with a
Pearson family of distributions, Mahalanobis
found that the sampling distribution of the
D-Square Statistics under the null hypothesis
of the equality of the population mean is
given by the Fisher’s F-distribution. This was
rigorously proved later by Indian researchers
at the ISI.

Another important contribution of
Mahalanobis to Statistics is the invention of
the interpenetrating sub-sample method
to estimate the sampling standard error in
a large-scale sample survey. This method
is extremely easy to follow. By arbitrarily
separating the sample into at least two parts,
it is possible to estimate the deviation from
their average difference. To give a simplistic
idea of the method, let x be a variable of
interest whose population mean is being
estimated based on n samples. Normally,
the sample mean x of the variable x is used
as an estimator of its population average. If
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the sample is divided into k equal parts and
the averages of each segment are called
x(1),..., x(k), then the standard error of x
can be estimated by dividing the sum of
squares of (x(1) -x), ..., (x(k) -x) by k-1 and then
extracting its square root. Mahalanobis's
Interpenetrating sub-sample method can
be viewed as the predecessor of the modern
Jackknife and Bootstrap methods invented
much later. It is incredible that Mahalanobis
conceived such a modern idea of estimating
deviation by using different parts of the
sample as early as in the thirties.

Mahalanobis invented anotherimportant
statistical tool called Fractal Graphical
Analysis. Suppose that x and y are two
numbers where the values of y are 1,2,...
etc., and the corresponding values of x
are x(1),x(2),....If g consecutive numbers
are averaged together, and those average
values are arranged consecutively in a line,
they are called fractile graphs. This diagram
helps understand the underlying properties
of two-dimensional distributions. In the
modern interpretation, a fractile graph is
an estimate of the conditional expectation
of y for different values of x. Mahalanobis
was motivated by the problem of studying
the relationship between the monthly per
capita expenditure (x) and the ratio of food
expenditure (y), and wanted to compare
their relationship at different times. But
a direct comparison of their regression is
not very meaningful because of inflation.
Fractical graphs provided a way to compare
them and can be regarded as a predecessor
of the modern nonparametric regression
method.

Applied Statistics was Mahalanobis’s
number one passion. On top of these
brilliant methodological contributions, he
analysed an incredible variety of datasets for
applied problems using statistical methods.
A critical problem in agricultural surveys is
to estimate the probable errorin the survey.
The main challenge is that the difference
in soil fertility causes confounding in crop
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yields. Mahalanobis estimated the probable
error by measuring the yield of different
species of paddy in each part by dividing the
unit of agricultural land into smaller parts
so that the effect of land fertility could be
deducted from the calculation. This method
had been introduced by Fisher just a few
years ago, but not being aware of Fisher’s
work, Mahalanobis rediscovered it. After
publishing a research paper on this subject,
Mahalanobis developed a relationship with
Fisher, that would last until Fisher’s death
in 1962. He successfully applied the various
methods introduced by Fisher such as
randomisation to eliminate systematic bias
in the context of Indian agriculture.

Much of the massive sample survey
that is widely used today was developed
by Mahalanobis in the forties and fifties.
In a developing country like India, where
the infrastructure was very weak and
information was considered government
property, he adapted available methods
to suit the situation. Mahalanobis showed
that if sample surveys are used properly,
the required information can be obtained
and used in planning. Mahalanobis also
suggested using pilot surveys to estimate
the optimal allocation for large sample
surveys. The pilot survey is a predecessor of
sequential analysis introduced by Abraham
Wald.

Mahalanobis and his disciples’ applied
works on anthropometry stand out tall.
Jack Trevor, a professor of Anthropology at
Cambridge wanted to follow the Mahalanobis
method to a dataset on measurements of
certain human body structures brought from
Africa. At the request of Trevor, Mahalanobis
sent R. K. Mukherjee and later eminent
Statistician C. R. Rao to Cambridge to work
with Trevor. Mahalanobis himself studied
similarities among ethnic groups in India.
He showed that the Brahmin community
of Bengal is more like other communities
of Bengal than Brahmins in other parts of
India, a revolutionary conclusion at his time.

Mahalanobis made very important
contributions to flood control. In 1922
there was a terrible flood in North Bengal.
To control floods, the expert committee
of technologists recommended the
construction of a large reservoir, which was
quite expensive. Analysing the rainfall and
flood data of the last 50 years, Mahalanobis
concluded that a reservoir would be
incapable of controlling the flood. Rather,
a quick drain will be far more effective. On
another occasion, experts feared that the
height of the riverbed of the Brahmani River
in Orissa had increased, and an increase in
the height of the dam on it would be needed
to control floods in the river basin. After
analysing the data from the last 70 years,
Mahalanobis concluded that the height of
the riverbed had not increased. Proper flood
control is possible by building dams in the
upper basins of the river. His analysis was
instrumental in building the Hirakund Dam
on the Mahanadi later in independent India.

Mahalanobis’s contribution to improving
the economy of Bengal by using Statistics
was remarkable. The main two crops
of Bengal were jute and paddy. Their
productions were highly dependent on
rainfall. On a request from the Government
of Bengal, Mahalanobis conducted a survey
in the year 1936 to study the relationship
between jute production and rainfall. This
was the earliest known example of a large-
scale sample survey in India. He prepared
a report on the irrigation and drainage
systems of the Howrah and Hooghly districts.
He also made a calculated estimate of how
much the paddy yield would increase if the
flood water of the Damodar River could be
converted into irrigation. His report would
later be used in the planning of hydropower
projects in the Damodar Basin. Interestingly,
the methods Mahalanobis used to do these
calculations were formally developed only
after the Second World War and would
go by the name of Operations Research.
Mahalanobis also surveyed and analysed the
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per capita expenditure in rural and urban
Bengal in 1940. Mahalanobis even made a
device for the collection of samples from
agricultural fields that surveyors could carry
easily, thus reducing labour costs and time.

Among other significant contributions
to Applied Statistics Mahalanobis made is
designing a group test in Bengali to analyse
the relationship between the measurement
of intelligence and the result of the end-of-
school examination. This method was used
in ISl, and a separate department of ISI was
also set up for such work.

Mahalanobis was not only a great scholar,
but he also took animportant role in shaping
India’s development in the early years
of post-independence. As the Statistical
Adviser to the Central Government and the
Head of the National Income Committee,
he formed the National Sample Survey
Organization in 1950. Its job is to assist
the Government of India in implementing
various plans by conducting sample surveys
across the country, such as the estimation of
the national income. Mahalanobis realised
that the survey methods used in developed
countries were not suitable for developing
countries like India due to the lack of
infrastructure. He devised a two-sector
model aimed at reducing unemployment
and doubling the national income in
twenty years. It gives an equation for the
relationship between the amount of national
income over time as a result of investment
in manufacturing and investment in other
consumer goods, namely,

Y(@) = Y(0) [1+10) {(p()b(1)+p(2)b(2)}/

where Y(t) is the national income at t, 1(0) is
theamount of initial investment, p(1) and p(2)
are the ratios of investment to investment in
consumer goods, respectively, b(1) and b(2)
are the co-efficients to be estimated. Based
on these equations, he proposed to increase
the limiting rate from eighteen percent to
thirty percent investment in manufacturing.
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This recommendation was adopted by the
Government of India in the Second Five-
Year Plan. Mahalanobis later refined his
two-sector model to a four-sector model, so
that the three categories of consumer goods
---industrial, handicraft, and agricultural and
service-related, were calculated separately.
Another major contribution of Mahalanobis
to the development of India was his
leadership of the Second Five-Year Plan.
Prime minister Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru
made a personal request to him in this
regard. Mahalanobis had no formal training
in Economics, which might have been an
advantage for him to think out of the box.
He proposed some simple Mathematical
models as a basis for his calculations. With
his immense wisdom, he understood the
problems of unemployment, poverty, and
public health in this country. In the Second
Five-Year Plan, he emphasised infrastructure
and heavy industry, temporarily giving
agriculture a slightly lower priority. The
success of the planned economy of the
Soviet Union may have inspired Mahalanobis
to favour a planned economy and large
government investments. During his time,
steel plants at Bhilai, Durgapur, Rourkela,
etc. were built, laying the foundation of the
post-independence Indian economy.
Mahalanobis had the exceptional talent
to identify possible data errors by looking at
diagrams and rows of numbers. He always
spoke of the need to scrutinise datasets,
as they often inadvertently enter into
errors (non-sampling human errors) during
documentation and disclosure, which often
lead to catches and presumptions. Risley, an
Anthropologist, collected a large amount
of data on anthropological measurements,
but it was deemed unfit for Statistical
analysis due to several inadvertent errors.
Mahalanobis reconstructed Risley’s dataset
by scrutinising it as accurately as possible.
Mahalanobis was also particularly adept
at identifying empirical laws from data. He
derived a power formula for the variance of
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acreage in the land survey from data and
based on it proposed to collect crop samples
for a survey from a circular area of four feet
radius.

Inaddition to his outstanding contributions
to Statistics, one of the reasons that
Mahalanobis will always be remembered
is his organisational ability and leadership
qualities. Expanding from a small laboratory
at the Presidency College, Mahalanobis
started the Indian Statistical Institute (ISI)
with a capital of only Rs. 238. The ISI model
of a separate Statistical unit, the first of its
kind in the world, was followed by Gertrude
Cox in the United States. At first, a grant of
Rs. 2500 was received from the government,
which increased to Rs. 7500 in 1935, while
the Government of Bengal contributed
Rs.5000. Additional funds were available in
1936 after the visits of Sir John Russell, the
British Government Representative, and Lord
Linlithgow, the Governor-General. In the
forties, relentless efforts by C. Deshmukh,
who was Mahalanobis’s friend since his
Cambridge days, considerably improved the
funding situation resulting in an expanded
operation. At the time of Mahalanobis’s
deathin 1972, the institute had eight centres
and an operating budget of Rs. two crores.
Mahalanobis’s ISl in its early years nourished
some brilliant scholars like C. R. Rao, R. C.
Bose, and S. N. Roy, and subsequently R.
R. Bahadur, G. P. Kallianpur, S. S. Bose, J. M.
Sengupta, D. B. Lahiri, K. R. Nair, K. Kishen,
Anil Bhattacharya, Ajit Dasgupta, J. K. Ghosh,
D. Basu, G. P. Patil, S. K. Mitra, J. Roy, V. S.
Varadarajan, K. R. Parthasarathy, R. Ranga
Rao, S.R.S.Varadhan and others. Renowned
British Biologist J. B. S. Haldane accepted
Indian citizenship and joined the ISI as
the head of Biometrics. Early ISI activities
involved crop estimation, cost analysis
of consumer goods, public opinion polls,
sample survey plans, data documentation,
and research on Mathematical Statistics.
Training and certification started in the year
1936. Because the IS| was then solely funded

by grants, job security was limited, which
resulted in losing some of these people.
In 1951, the ISl was relocated to the newly
purchased three acres of land in Baranagar.
New libraries and other buildings were
built. Sir Ronald Fisher inaugurated the new
school. Presidency’s Statistical Laboratory
also merged with the ISI. In the fifties, the
role of the ISI was further enhanced to
document and analyse the data collected
by the National Sample Survey Organization.
After independence, domestic industries
were being built, and they needed Statistical
consulting. Statistical quality control and
operations research units and consulting
centres were set up. Separate departments
of planning, Sociology, and Demography
were established in the Calcutta and Delhi
campuses of the ISI, and an Electronic
Research Unit in Calcutta. ISI used to get
invaluable support from Prime Minister
Jawaharlal Nehru, Finance Minister C.D.
Deshmukh, and the influential secretary
Pitambar Panth in the Central Government.
The ISI Act was enacted in the parliamentin
1959 to give the ISl the status of animportant
national institution and an autonomous
body with the right to award undergraduate
and postgraduate degrees. A Geology
department, formed under the leadership of
eminent British Geologist Pamela Robinson,
discovered the first complete dinosaur fossil
in India. Edwin Harper became the head of
the Psychometry department. Coming from
Yugoslavia, De Costic opened a department
of Phonetics. Itis unbelievable that so many
famous foreign scientists worked together
in an Indian institution. The first computer
in India was installed at the ISl with the help
of the Soviet Union. Mahalanobis’s broad
thinking, insights and respect for all sciences
made it possible to research on so many
different subjects in an institute meant for
Statistics, reminding the profound quote
from the legendary American Statistician
JohnTukey that“the best thing about being
a Statistician is that you can play in the
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backyard”. Mahalanobis even had to fight
with the Government of India to keep the
ISl in this way.

The ISI was deeply involved in
Mahalanobis’s life. He also designed the
architecture of buildings. He even wrote
a guidebook for visiting the Taj Mahal for
the prominent people who used to come
to ISI. The importance of ISl in the world at
that time can be understood by looking at
who visited the ISl during Mahalanobis’s
tenure. Among the prominent Statisticians
were R. A. Fisher, W. Deming, Walter Schwartz,
William Horvitz, Frank Yates, Jerzy Neyman,
Abraham Wald, Harold Hotelling, probabilist
and Mathematicians A. N. Kolmogorov,
Norbert Wiener, Yu. V. Linnik, J. L. Doob,
Scientists Niels Bohr, Frederick Curie,
Irene Joliot Curie, J. D. Bernal, Economist Jan
Tinbergen, and many others. Among the
Indian scientists, Meghnad Saha and S.
N. Bose were advisers and benefactors
of the ISI. In addition, important political
figures visited the ISI at various times, such
as the Chinese Prime Minister Zhou Enlai,
Vietnam’s undisputed leader Ho Chi Minh,
revolutionary hero Ernesto Che Guevara, the
Soviet Deputy Prime Minister Alexei Kosygin,
and the U.S. Vice President (later President)
Lyndon Johnson. Zhou Enlai also requested
Mahalanobis to assist in managing China’s
official Statistics.

Mahalanobis’s international reputation
was as unique as his international role and
responsibilities. He set up the International
Statistical Education Center (ISEC) within
the ISI to assist in the management of
government Statistics in developing
countries in Africa and Asia. An instance
of an educational institution in a newly
independent developing country extending
leadership to other countries is unheard of.

Mahalanobis played a legendary role
in popularising science education in India.
In the year 1936, the first conference on
Statistics was organised in India with R. A.
Fisher as the chief guest. Under the leadership
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of Mahalanobis, Calcutta University started
giving undergraduate and postgraduate
degrees in Statistics in the year 1941.
Through his efforts, Statistics was included
in the session of the Indian Science Congress
in 1942 as a branch of Mathematics. In 1945
it gained the status of a separate branch.
According to Mahalanobis, the practice
of science is an essential condition for the
development of the country, and the role
of government is very important for it. On
his advice, the Indian Statistical Service was
started in 1971.

Throughout his life, Mahalanobis held
various responsibilities in government
and education, such as the Director of ISI,
Editor of Sankhya and Head of Statistics at
Calcutta University. In addition to teaching
at Presidency College, he was also the
Principal for some time. He was also the
Meteorologist in charge of the Eastern
Region, Adviser to the Government of
Bengal and India, Member of the Planning
Commission, Head of the Second Five-
Year Plan, Head of the National Sample
Survey, Working Secretary of Visva-Bharati.
There are very few instances in the world
where one person holds so many different
positions at the same time. Mahalanobis
was instrumental in the formation of the
Central Statistical Organisation under
the Central Planning Office in 1951. To
address unemployment, Mahalanobis
advised the Central Government to adopt
a policy called the Labour Reserve Service.
Companies would pay some money to it if
there were any layoffs in the workplace. This
prompted companies to go for layoffs only
if their profit thus saved from lower wage
expenses exceeded the money they paid
to the system. From the money deposited,
the Labour Reserve Service trained laid-off
workers so that they could be re-employed.
Those workers were also paid during the
training, but at a slightly lower rate than
full employment. As a result, they were
encouraged to return to their normal jobs.
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This served the dual purpose of reducing
unemployment and addressing the shortage
of skilled workers when the expansion of the
economy would expand again.

Beyond Statistics, Mahalanobis was also
interested in a wide range of fields. Family
tradition, generosity, and education played a
vital role in his life. In his youth, Mahalanobis
played a very important role in the Brahmo
Samaj as the Assistant Secretary, Treasurer,
and finally the President of the organisation.
Despite being more progressive than the
Hindu society, there was orthodoxy in
the Brahmo society as well. He fought to
reform the Brahmo Samaj and establish
Rabindranath Thakur’s liberal thoughts.
Along with his friend genius children’s writer
Sukumar Roy, he wrote a pamphlet“Why do
we want Rabindranath?” and tried to bring
Rabindranath to the leadership of Brahmo
Samaj. He also objected to registering
Brahmo marriages as Hindu ones. The
dispute would even initiate a conflict with his
would-be father-in-law Heramba Chandra
Maitra, the principal of City College, at the
time of Mahalanobis’s marriage with Nirmal
Kumari (Rani). In the absence of parents from
both sides, Mahalanobis’s maternal uncle Dr.
Nil Ratan Sarkar presided over the marriage
ceremony. Shortly after that, Mahalanobis
wrote a book called Brahmo Vibaha Vidhi,
which became an authentic book on Brahmo
rituals.

Mahalanobis also had a special fondness
for the Bengali language and culture.
Mahalanobis and his wife Rani were close to
Rabindranath and wrote about Brahmosamaj
and Rabindranath. Rabindranath came to
their wedding and presented them with his
newly written play 'Basanta’ Mahalanobis
worked for a long time as the secretary of
Visva-Bharati founded by Rabindranath.
The poet himself used to visit the laboratory
of the Presidency from time to time. In
the year 1941, Mahalanobis bought a
mango orchard in Baranagar where a new
ISI Academy was built on the adjoining

land. Rabindranath was once a guest at
Mahalanobis’s ISI residence Gupta Nivas.
Nehru came there to discuss the proposal to
make Janaganamana' the National Anthem.
While in Cambridge, Mahalanobis formed an
association for the practice of the Bengali
language. It was mandatory to speak in
Bengali in that society --- a fine was levied
for using English during their meetings.Ina
time when educated Bengalis often blindly
imitated English customs, such an initiative
was unthinkable.

Mahalanobis was a humanist. Like
Rabindranath, he was skeptical of conventional
Nationalism and believed in world fraternity.
Both of them understood that India’s
Independence would be incomplete without
secularism. After the Jallianwala Bagh
incident, Rabindranath was deeply saddened
by that barbaric act and relinquished the title
of Knighthood given to him by the British
government. While Gandhiji and the top
leadership of the Congress did not stand
with him in this protest, Mahalanobis gave
the poet a special emotional companionship.

After the fall of Burma during the Second
World War, the British Government in India
removed rice and other foodstuffs from
Bengal to feed soldiers, without arranging an
alternative. The price of rice skyrocketed and
people had nothing to eat. Despite repeated
appeals, the imperialist and anti-India British
Prime Minister Winston Churchill did not
listen. More than two million people died
of starvation in Bengal in this man-made
famine. At the request of Anthropologist
K. P.Chatterjee, Mahalanobis prepared a report
and read it before the Earl of Munster at
the Royal Society in London. Using data,
he painted a grim picture of this famine.
This helped form a public opinion in Britain
against the inhumane and irresponsible
policy of the British Government. After
Independence, Mahalanobis and his wife
launched the Kalyanashree project, where
refugee families from East Pakistan were
trained to make handicrafts for their
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self-reliance. Mahalanobis was never
directly involved in politics and never
made any political statements, but that he
was influenced by the leftist ideology is
evident from his preference for government
initiatives in the economy.

Mahalanobis inherited entrepreneurship
in his blood. For printing the journal Sankhya,
he set up the Eka Press at his home in
Calcutta. Later it started printing books
on Statistics and became known as the
Statistical Publishing Society. After receiving
a high-quality printing press from the Soviet
Union as a gift, he founded the Troika Press.
Half of its activity was to print English
translations of science books published in
the Soviet Union. Mahalanobis even took
the initiative to commercially manufacture
computers at the ISI, although it did not
succeed.

Mahalanobis received numerous honours
from around the world, such as the Fellow
of the National Academy of Sciences (1935),
Oxford University Weldon Gold Medal (1944),
Fellow of the London Royal Society (1945),
President of the Indian Science Congress
(1950), USA Fellow of the Econometric
Society (1951), Fellow of the Pakistan
Statistical Association (1952), Honorary
Fellow of the Royal Society (1954), Fellow
of the Cambridge King's College (1959),
Honorary President of the International
Statistical Institute (1957), Debiprasad
Sarbadhikari Gold Medal (1957), Foreign
Member of the Academy of Sciences of the
Soviet Union (1958), Fellow of the American
Statistical Association (1961), Durga Prasad
Khaitan Gold Medal (1961), Fellow of
the World Academy of Sciences (1963),
Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences (1963),
Srinivasa Ramanujan Gold Medal (1968).
He also received Padma Vibhushan and
Desikottam awards and honorary doctorates
from several universities. During the Cold
War, he was one of the few scientists in the
world who was respected everywhere.

No writing about Mahalanobis will be
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complete without mentioning the role of
his wife Rani Mahalanobis. Rani was a very
tasteful witty woman and a perfect match
for Mahalanobis’s intellect. She wrote a
book Baishe Shravan on Rabindranath from
the memory of her exchange with the poet.
Along with her husband, Rani also took
part in various social welfare activities. Rani
meticulously decorated the ISI guest house
'Amrapali' and created a beautiful natural
environmentin the ISI campus. They created
a tree-planting ritual associated with the
visits of every notable person to the ISI. To
this childless couple, ISI students and staff
were like their children. The Mahalanobis
couple was loved and respected by all
students and employees of ISI. The term
professor meant only Mahalanobis, even
though there were many other faculty
members of the professor rank. The ISI
Club, founded by the Mahalanobis couple
is still a cultural centre for students and
staff. Mahalanobis's birthday, June 29, is
still celebrated with reverence every year,
where all permanent and temporary staff
and students have lunch together.
Mahalanobis used to say that there must
always be a purpose to statistical analysis
and research. He proved this point through
his life and work. He did not consider
Statistics to be merely an aid to the analysis
of data or mere government decisions. He
saw it as a ubiquitous science of general
information-based knowledge, which
would ultimately be used for various human
welfare purposes. Almost single handedly,
Mahalanobis promoted a completely new,
little understood, branch of science in an
impoverished backward country under
foreign rule, against all possible odds.
Evidence of Mahalanobis’s insights can
be found in the application of Statistics in
almost all aspects of life today. That Indian
Statisticians have been at the forefront of
research for nearly a century would not
have happened without Mahalanobis
and the institutions he built. Mahalanobis
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was the greatest example of academic
entrepreneurship.
